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Academic adviser – Professional advisers are on 
staff in the University Advising Center and various 
college and school advising offi ces on campus. They 
can help you pick the courses for your intended 
major, discuss possible careers, and navigate KU’s 
academic environment to meet your goals.

Add/Drop – Add/drop is the process of 
changing a semester schedule after initial 
enrollment. Opportunities for add/drop are 
abundant prior to the fi rst day of class. Once 
the semester has started, policies for add/drop 
vary based on the date and you may need a 
professor’s signature and/or a dean’s stamp.

Advising – The process a student takes to 
prepare for enrollment. Students will work with 
an adviser to complete the necessary steps.

Allen Fieldhouse – Home to men’s and 
women’s basketball, the fi eldhouse is named in 
honor of the late F.C. “Phog” Allen, the Jayhawks’ 
head coach for 39 years. Allen Fieldhouse 
has been called one of the best places in 
America to watch a college basketball game.

Beak ‘Em Bucks – With this feature, students 
and guardians can put money on a KU Card, which 
then functions like a debit card. Beak ‘Em Bucks 
are honored at all on-campus dining locations, the 
libraries (for printing and copying), the residence 
and scholarship halls (for laundry), and some off-
campus sites such as Wendy’s and Spangles. Beak 
‘Em Bucks are not the same as KU Cuisine Cash.

Blackboard – Blackboard is a Web-based 
software package that makes it easy for instructors 
to use online tools and resources for teaching. It 
is used in a wide variety of ways at KU. Some 
instructors post materials or a syllabus as a fi rst 
step; others use the online grade book. Some 
faculty members use it to teach courses completely 
online, to supplement classroom (face-to-face) 
instruction, or create courses known as hybrids, 
combinations of face-to-face and online instruction. 

Camping – For several days before home 
basketball games, students “camp” at Allen 
Fieldhouse to secure their place in line for the best 
seats. Groups of up to 30 students draw numbers 
to determine order of admission and then rotate 
shifts from 6 a.m. to 10 p.m. until the game begins.

Complex director – Each residence life 
complex director (CD) is a full-time member 
of the DSH professional staff, supervising 
graduate students and managing student 
personnel aspects in residential housing units. 

Chancellor – The university’s chief executive 
offi cer oversees all campuses and reports to 
the Kansas Board of Regents. The provost and 

executive vice chancellors at the Lawrence campus 
and Medical Center report to the chancellor. 

Chi Omega Fountain – The Chi O 
Fountain stands at the west entrance to 
Jayhawk Boulevard. It is a long-standing 
tradition to celebrate birthdays with a swim 
in the fountain, regardless of the weather, and 
graduates often celebrate commencement with 
one last dip after they walk down the Hill.

Credit hour – One credit usually represents 
one hour of class per week for one semester.

Credit/No credit – A student may choose to be 
graded on a credit (CR) 
or no-credit (NC) basis instead of a 
scale of A, B, C, D, or F. Students seeking the 
credit/no-credit option in a semester-long course 
must register their choice in their dean’s offi ce 
during the fi fth and sixth weeks of the semester.

“Crimson and the Blue” (the Alma 
Mater) – In 1891, Professor George Barlow 
Penny searched for a school song for the Glee 
and Mandolin Club to sing on a tour. Just before 
departure, he thought of Cornell’s “Far Above 
Cayuga’s Waters.” Changing a few words, Penny 
taught it to the glee club. The campus has been 
singing “Crimson and the Blue” ever since.

Daisy Hill – McCollum, Ellsworth, Hashinger, 
Lewis, and Templin residence halls now stand on 
the hill where students once picked wild daisies 
in the spring. You’ll also fi nd Mrs. E’s, the Honors 
Program, and the KU Visitor’s Center on Daisy Hill. 

Discussion section – Large lecture classes 
sometimes have smaller discussion sections in 
which students interact with instructors and 
classmates while working through the material. 
Some lecture/discussion classes are scheduled 
for more hours than the credit hours offered to 
make sure that discussion sections have suffi cient 
time to complete assignments. It is important to 
keep this in mind when deciding your schedule.

Enroll and Pay – Go to secure logon system 
at https://sa.ku.edu/ to select classes, choose 
optional campus fees, print eBills, update your 
address, and manage other personal information.

Enrollment – After completing the 
advising process, go to Enroll and Pay to 
select classes and complete enrollment. 

Enrollment guide – Go to the enrollment 
guide at  www.registrar.ku.edu for a list of 
available classes, the academic calendar, and 
other important enrollment information.

ExCEL Award – The Excellence in Community, 
Education, and Leadership Award recognizes one 
senior male and one senior female student for 
achievement every fall semester at Homecoming.

Formal recruitment – The period of time 
set aside by the Panhellenic and Interfraternity 
Councils for meeting potential new members.

Greek – Any member of a Greek-letter 
social or community service organization.

The Hill – You can see KU for miles around, 
its crimson roofl ines accenting the wide 
blue sky. We admit that getting to the top 
of Mount Oread is physically daunting at 
fi rst. Stairs, sidewalks, streets — they’re all a 
workout. But nothing worth achieving is ever 
easy, and from the top the, vista is endless.

Hold – A hold will prevent you from 
enrolling in classes, receiving a transcript, or 
graduating. Holds can come from unpaid bills, 
parking tickets, not meeting with an academic 
adviser, or other circumstances that require a 
student to complete a university request. 

“I’m A Jayhawk” – KU’s fi ght song was written 
by a KU student, George “Dumpy” Bowles, for a 
musical show in 1912 and became a hit on campus 
in 1920. It is played at all KU athletic events.

Jay and Baby Jay – You never know where you 
will see KU’s two mascots. It could be a football or 
basketball game. It might be a student-sponsored 
event on campus. Jay has been a part of KU 
since the 1960s and Baby Jay was “hatched” at 
halftime of the 1971 Homecoming game.

Jayhawk – It’s the only one in the whole wide 
world. The Jayhawk is special not only because 
it is unique but also because this mascot 
embodies qualities we cherish: forward-looking, 
happy and confi dent, eager to compete, able 
to soar. Above all, Jayhawks are loyal. Be one 
and you become part of a global family.

Jayhawk Boulevard – Jayhawk Boulevard 
curves through the heart of the campus. Sixteen 
buildings, in styles from collegiate Gothic to 
modern brick, stand along its tree-lined, half-mile 
arc. The buildings contain classrooms, museums, 
laboratories, auditoriums, cafeterias, a library, and a 
chapel. Their names, honoring former chancellors, 
beloved professors and generous donors, refl ect 
more than 125 years of campus history.

Kansas Memorial Stadium – Recognized 
as the fi rst stadium built on a college campus 
west of the Mississippi River, Memorial Stadium 
honors KU students and faculty who died in 
World War I. Located at the north base of Mount 
Oread, it has a capacity of more than 50,000.

JAYHAWK GLOSSARY
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KU calves – After walking around campus, this 
term becomes clear. Because KU is situated atop 
a hill, students soon build up their calf muscles 
when walking or running from class to class.

KU Info – Use KU Info for all of your 
questions while you are at KU. KU Info 
specializes in KU-related information, but can 
answer almost any other question. Call 864-
INFO, check the online database at http://
kuinfo.ku.edu, or stop by their booths in the 
Kansas Union and on Jayhawk Boulevard.

KU Writing Center – Trained peer consultants 
can help you brainstorm, draft, or edit your 
writing. You can walk in, make an appointment, 
or attend a Writer’s Roost workshop. Go to 
www.writing.ku.edu for times and locations.

Kyou Portal – The Kyou Portal at www.
students.ku.edu provides a single location 
to check enrollment holds, academic 
notices, enrollment dates, and information 
on other non-enrollment tasks.

Lab – Some natural science classes combine a 
lecture with lab time to enhance understanding 
of the concepts covered in lecture. Some lecture/
lab classes will be scheduled for more hours 
than the credit hours you will receive to make 
sure that lab sections have suffi cient time to 
complete assignments. It is important to keep 
this in mind when deciding your schedule.

Marching Jayhawks – KU’s marching 
band for more than 100 years, the 
Marching Jayhawks perform at all home 
football games and bowl games.

Massachusetts Street – The most bustling 
street in Lawrence, in terms of the music 
and social scene, Mass Street comes alive on 
weekends with a wide variety of local and 
national bands. Mass also has a great selection 
of restaurants, clothing stores, and coffee shops 
that make it a great attraction for everyone. 

Mrs. E’s – The Ekdahl Dining Commons, or 
Mrs. E’s, is adjacent to Lewis Hall on top of 
Daisy Hill. This food court offers at least eight 
entrees at each meal, specializing in pasta, salads, 
and sandwiches and features a pizzeria and a 
grill. Extended serving hours accommodate 
class and work schedules. Oliver and GSP/
Corbin halls also have dining centers.

Nontraditional student – At KU, 
undergraduates are considered to be nontraditional 
students if they commute 10 or more miles to 
campus (from home or work), are parents of 
dependent children, are married, are veterans, or 
are three or more years older than classmates (e.g., 
a 21-year-old freshman, or a 24-year-old senior).

Orientation assistants – OAs are carefully 
selected and trained KU students. They have a 
variety of majors and have been involved in a 
wide range of campus and community activities. 
They are a very experienced and knowledgeable 
group, and quite honestly, they are the heart 
and soul of KU’s orientation programs.

Proctor/Scholarship hall director – 
Proctors hold academic year positions and 
work with residents, hall offi cers, and campus 
staff to provide effective leadership and build 
a cooperative group with high personal and 
academic standards. Proctors work closely with 
scholarship hall directors and complex directors.

Provost – On the Lawrence campus, the 
provost has a dual role as chief operations 
offi cer and chief academic offi cer. He oversees 
all academic, research, and public service and 
the units that support those activities.

Resident assistant – RAs in residence halls and 
university apartments hold academic year positions. 
They perform administrative, programming, and 
paraprofessional advising and facilitating functions 
for their residents and for the community in 
general, working under supervision of an assistant 
complex director and complex director. 

Rock Chalk Chant – KU’s world famous Rock 
Chalk Chant evolved from a cheer that a chemistry 
professor, E.H.S. Bailey, created for the KU science 
club in 1886. Bailey’s version was “Rah, Rah, Jayhawk, 
KU” repeated three times. The rahs were later 
replaced by “Rock Chalk,” a transposition of chalk 
rock, the name for the limestone outcropping 
found on Mount Oread. The cheer became 
known worldwide. Teddy Roosevelt pronounced 
it the greatest college chant he’d ever heard.

Rock Chalk Revue –Greek organizations, 
residence halls, scholarship halls, and other 
student organizations compete to participate 
in this campus-wide variety show. The show 
is staged at the Lied Center with proceeds 
going to Douglas County United Way.

Safe Bus – Safe Bus provides safe transportation 
to students (with valid KU ID) on Fridays and 
Saturdays from 9 p.m. to 3 p.m. The buses have 
three routes around Lawrence, including downtown. 

Safe Ride – Although primarily intended to curb 
drunk driving, Safe Ride is available to any students 
who need a ride or feel unsafe walking to their 
destinations. With no questions asked, Safe Ride 
will pick up students (with KU IDs) from 10:30 p.m. 
to 2:30 a.m., seven days a week, from any location 
in Lawrence, and deliver them to their homes. 

Schedules of Classes – The open sections 
page at www.classes.ku.edu contains a searchable 
listing of the semester’s available classes. 

Steam whistle – Providing an unusual, though 
no less traditional, university anthem, the Big 
Tooter has sounded on the Hill for nearly a 
hundred years to signal the end of class periods.

Stop Day – No classes are held on the Friday 
of the last week of classes before fi nals week 
to allow students to prepare for exams.

Student Success – KU cares about you, and 
this offi ce is the main center where that care 
comes from. Headed by a vice provost (VPSS) 
Student Success is a large operation at KU of 
caring individuals that are here to help you when 
you need it. Staff are always willing to sit down 
with you, answer questions, and provide any help 
you need through many on-campus resources.

Syllabus – A document received in every KU 
course detailing expectations, course assignments, 
due dates, and grading scales. A syllabus is 
key to your academic success in a class.

Tabling – When groups set up tables and hand 
out fl iers to passersby, we call it tabling. “Tablers” 
are all over campus, but most commonly at 
the Kansas Union or on Wescoe Beach.

The Underground – A food court in 
the basement of Wescoe Hall that offers 
a wide range of meals and snacks. Like 
the Market, you can use Beak ‘Em Bucks, 
Cuisine Cash, or other forms of money.

University Daily Kansan – The student 
newspaper is published every day that school is 
in session, (and once a week during the summer). 
The Kansan is the best source for campus 
information and weekly specials throughout town.

Waving the Wheat – After touchdowns, 
fi eld goals, KU victories, and sometimes just 
for fun, KU students and fans raise their hands 
above their heads and sway their arms back and 
forth just like a Kansas wheat fi eld in summer.

Wescoe Beach – Contrary to its name, Wescoe 
Beach has neither sand nor a seaside view, but it 
is still one of the most popular places on campus. 
The large patio north of Wescoe Hall is a great 
place to chat between classes and because 
of its central location, almost everything from 
demonstrations to concerts has happened there.

West Campus – The Lied Center of 
Kansas, the Dole Institute of Politics, and 
many research buildings are across Iowa 
Street, west of the main campus.
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
